-	 Please check all components are complete before installing. 
-	 Don’t cover the lamp. 
-	 Don’t connect the lamp to power and don’t switch it on when it’s in packing.

Make sure to remove the split tubing pvc cable protectors before assembling the lamp. 

To remove the split tubing pvc cable protectors, carefully pick the cables out of the tubes. 



1. Unscrew the lid off
2. Use the supplied key to loosen the screw located inside the tube.

3. Gently pull up the middle wire and push the tube in.

TO ASSEMBLE THE ARMS:



4. Carefully pull the cabels into the assembly and lock the small screw with the supplied key. 
Please make sure it is fixated properly and the tube can not be pulled out.

5. Carefully twist the middle cabels without pulling the cabels.



6. Press the cable into the middle
Note: Do not obstruct the edge of the tube, otherwise it is not possible to screw on the lid.

7. Screw the lid back on



8. Insert light bulb.

9. The way to adjust the appropriate lenght of cable: Please note the location of the rubber band at fabric 
covered cable must be placed correctly otherwise  the cable will not be fixated properly.

1. Please mount the ceiling cup to the ceiling, with the screws and inner mounting plate following in the package.

When installing a chandelier, it is important to ensure that the fabric-covered cord does not twist. To prevent this, the entire chan-
delier, including the ceiling cup, should be rotated around the mounting plate during installation. This will ensure that the cord is 
properly aligned and will not become twisted or tangled during use. Place the ceiling cup at the mounting plate and turn right until 
the ceiling cup cover the mounting plate.
